Beginner Basketry class

September 8th, 2025 from 1:00pm to 3:00 pm

Children’s musician Will Bjorndal performs original songs for young people of all ages in Will Sings Songs! Driven
by audience participation, Will's songs are guaranteed to get kids moving, grooving, laughing, and singing, A
naturalist by trade, many of Will's tunes are environmentally themed, but many are just plain fun!
